By any available means prevent 
spillage from entering waterways. Contain spill and absorb with sand or other suitable material. Place spillage in a sealable 
container. Wash down affected area with water and detergent. Absorb and collect washings and place in the same sealable 
container. Dispose of container according to the regulations of the local authority.

Fire Call the Fire Department: Dial 111. Wear protective clothing and breathing apparatus. May release toxic fumes under fire 
conditions.
