Tanker/Vehicle 
Accident 

Switch off engine and electrical equipment. Keep people away and warn other traffic. Check for spills and leaks. Call the 
emergency services: Dial 111 

Major spills: Call the Fire Department and alert them to the nature of the spill. In the event of a major spill, prevent 
spillage from entering drains or water courses. Wear full protective clothing including eye/face protection.  Stop leak if safe to 
do so, and contain spill. Absorb onto sand, vermiculite or other suitable absorbent material. Sweep up and shovel or collect  
recoverable product into labelled containers for recycling or salvage, and dispose of promptly.
