Tanker/Vehicle Switch off engine and electrical equipment. Keep people away and warn other traffic. Check for spills and leaks. Call the

Spill or Leak Prevent further migration into the environment. Prevent spilled material from flowing onto adjacent land or waterways. Use

suitable material to solidify liquid. Wear protective equipment including eye protection. Collect Spillage. Large spills due to
traffic accidents, etc., should be reported immediately to CHEMCALL.

Fire Call the Fire Department: Dial 111. Wear protective clothing and breathing apparatus. May release toxic fumes under fire
conditions. Contain and collect run-off (see Spill or Leak section above). Keep non-involved persons away.

If Swallowed: DO NOT induce vomiting. Immediately call the National Poison Centre (0800 764 766) or doctor/physician. If unresponsive,
call 111 and request an ambulance. If medical advice is needed, have product container or label at hand.
