Accident 
Switch off engine and electrical equipment. Keep people away and warn other traffic. Check for spills and leaks. Call the 

emergency services: Dial 111 

Wear suitable protective clothing. Restrict access to contaminated area. Contain the spill and prevent further dispersion. 
Place damaged containers into containment devices. Absorb spills with inert material (e.g. sand or vermiculite), and place in 
waste containers. Wash the area with water and absorb with further inert material. Prevent contamination of water courses or 
sewers.

Fire Call the Fire Department: Dial 111. Wear protective clothing and self contained breathing apparatus. Extinguish fires with 
carbon dioxide, extinguishing powder or water jet. Fight larger fires with water jet or alcohol resistant foam. Fire may cause 
evolution of carbon dioxide, and if combustion is incomplete, carbon monoxide and smoke.
