Tanker/Vehicle 
Accident 

Switch off engine and electrical equipment. Keep people away and warn other traffic. Check for spills and leaks. Call the 
emergency services: Dial 111 

Major spills: Call the Fire Department and alert them to the nature of the spill. Evacuate personnel to safe areas. Avoid 
breathing dust. Use appropriate tools to put spilt material in a suitable chemical waste container. Clean contaminated surface 
thoroughly. Absorb spill with inert material (e.g. vermiculite, dry sand or earth). Wear protective gloves and face/eye 
protection and protective clothing. Prevent washings from entering waterways. Do NOT flush into surface water or sanitary 
sewer system.

Fire Call the Fire Department: Dial 111. Wear protective clothing and self-contained breathing apparatus. Extinguish fires with 
water spray, alcohol resistant foam, dry chemical powder or carbon dioxide. Contain and collect run-off (see Spill or Leak 
section above).
